The following changes have been made in 1.03.0005:

Forms can only be created and edited on a master install.  This is because forms introduce new metadata and metadata conflicts can not be resolved during synchronisation.  Limiting this functionality to the master install prevents conflicts.

Firefox 8.0 now ships with the DDMS.

Screengrab! is no longer supported as it is not compatible with Firefox 8.0.  Use the Snipping Tool in Windows 7 accessories or download Screenshot, which is also a free Firefox add-on with very similar functionality as Screengrab! and is compatible with Firefox 8.0.

The 'Preserve existing relationships' algorithm used in the GIS Manager now breaks (and if appropriate, re-creates) any relationships located directly under Earth.  This allows the user to import new geo entities without having to delete all relationships when recalculation the located in relationships.

The following fixes have been added to 1.03.0005:

A wrong memory setting in the startup.bat file prevented Tomcat from starting up when multiple DDMS instances were installed on a single machine.  This has been resolved.

Poor error messages when invalid decimal scale and precision values were set have been improved.

The household/person/net search functionality in the MERG survey model has been fixed.
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
